du -h /var/lib/docker | sort -h

docker ps --filter status=dead --filter status=exited -aq | xargs -r docker rm -v

# remove unused images:

docker images --no-trunc | grep '<none>' | awk '{ print $3 }' | xargs -r docker rmi

# remove unused volumes:
find ' /var/lib/docker /volumes/' -mindepth 1 -maxdepth 1 -type d | grep -VvFf <(
docker ps -aq | xargs docker inspect | jgq -r '.[] | .Mounts | .[] | .Name | select(.)'

) | xargs -r rm -fr

Docker Logs can also take up a significant amount of space. Logs are located under
/var/lib/docker/containers/<container-id>/<container-id-json.log.

Logs can be set to maximum size and number by setting the following in docker-compose.yml:

services:
my- app:
image: my-app: latest
container name: mycontainer
logging:
options:

max-size: 10m
